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NOTICE TO PATIENTS

As a prospective patient of Park Place Surgical Hospital, we are pleased to inform you of the following:

DISCLOSURE OF PHYSICIAN OWNERSHIP
1.
Park Place Surgical Hospital (the “Hospital”) is partially owned by physicians, and meets the federal definition of a physician owned hospital as specified in 42 CFR 489.3.  A list of the Hospital’s physician owners is available upon request.
2. 
You have the right to choose the provider of your health care services.  Therefore, you have the option to use a health care facility other than the Hospital. 

3.
You will not be treated differently by your physician if you choose to use a different facility.  If desired, your physician can provide information about alternative providers.

DISCLOSURE OF EMERGENCY RESPONSE PLAN 
1.
The Hospital has arranged for one or more physicians to be on-site at the Hospital and available to respond to medical emergencies during daytime hours of operation.  However, we cannot guarantee that a physician will be present at the Hospital at all times.  The Hospital has certain measures to ensure that qualified and properly trained medical personnel are available to respond to any medical emergency that may arise when a physician is not physically present at the Hospital.  The Hospital has physician coverage on an on-call basis 24 hours a day, 7 days a week.  If you are an inpatient and your condition warrants, your family physician or an on-call physician can be notified via phone if they are not present in the facility. 

2.
The Hospital is staffed with ACLS (Advanced Cardiac Life Support) trained personnel 24 hours per day.  Additionally, the Hospital has physicians on call to handle most emergencies, however, some conditions may necessitate a transfer to a higher level of care.  The Hospital has transfer agreements in place with Our Lady of Lourdes and Lafayette General.  Additionally, Hospital has made arrangements with Acadian Ambulance to transfer patients to one of these facilities if conditions warrant.

The Hospital is capable of providing resuscitation and other life-saving measures at all times.
